Paulo Freire, a liberation theologian describes hope in the following way:

One of the tasks of the progressive educator, through a serious, correct political analysis,
is to unveil opportunities for hope, no matter what the obstacles may be. After all, without
hope there is little we can do. It will be hard to struggle on, when we fight as hopeless or
despairing persons, our struggle will be suicidal. Hence the need for a kind of education
in hope. Hope, as it happens, is so important for our existence, individual and social, that
we must take every care not to experience it in a mistaken form, and thereby allow it to
slip towards hopelessness and despair. Hopelessness and despair are both the
consequence and the cause of inaction or immobilism.

We are in constant discussion about how to develop an education for the 21 century
which meets the needs of our students and liberates them to be truly free people of
dignity and to enable others to live truly free lives as well. Key questions for us revolve
around how we are places of hope in a world that is globalised, technology driven, with
extremes of wealth and poverty, riven by conflict in many areas and facing huge
challenges about our co-existence with the planet and with each other.

So often we ask so much of our young people who face very different challenges in the
world they are inheriting and we have their lives occupied with so many different activities
and forms of busyness and demands i cellphones, i-pods, facebook, school, sport, work,
family, etc. etc.- and there is little or no time for reflection, peace and an appreciation of
the the beauty of silence and the physical beauty of the world around us.

It is critical that we deliver education in the future in a way which is hopeful for all
students and doesnét consign a significant
current system is based on an industrial age model which tends to recognise an

academic pathway to university as a measure of success. The Sunday Times contained

an excellent article this weekend on the recognition of a variety of talents and criticised

the prevailing rationale which underlies so much of our education system, i.e. that the
intelligent work behind desks and those that are not intelligent, work with their hands.

The article focused on a young man holding a PhD in Philosophy and working as a
mechanic. | recommend you read it. It points to a pathway of hope for education in the

future.
