Welcome back to Term 3 and I hope all our families had an opportunity to enjoy the 
holiday break together. 
 
We look forward to seeing all our parents of Yrs 11, 12 & 13 students at our senior parent 
interview meetings with form tutor mentors on Monday 26 July (next week). Years 7 to 10 
students will finish at 2pm on that day to allow interviews to begin from that time through 
the afternoon and into the evening. 
 
You will receive a telephone call from your sonôs form tutor (and for Yr 13 it may be a 
head of faculty or member of the senior leadership team) who will confirm a suitable 
interview time on that day. Interviews are planned for approximately 15 - 20 minutes and 
will take place in the relevant form tutor classroom or teacher office, as advised on the 
telephone. 
 
The format will be as per the mentor interviews which have been held with your son in 
terms one and two. It is critical that your son is there and he will lead the discussion. 
Please bring the school reports which were issued at the end of last term. Your sonôs 
form tutor will also have relevant information relating to assessment results to date, 
progress from previous years and  learning goals which have been set and reviewed by 
your son with his tutor in the last two terms. 
 
We are hoping that this format provides you with more valuable feedback, encourages 
your son to take responsibility for his learning and strengthens the partnership between 
school and parents. We look forward to your feedback on this new format as we would 
like to also extend this system to our junior school this year. You are most welcome to 
seek specific subject feedback from subject teachers via email, or to make an 
appointment to see subject teachers if necessary. 
 
You will be able to provide us feedback on this and many other issues in a survey which 
we will be conducting shortly. You will have received an initial email advising you of this 
survey and the dates during which you can complete it online (28 July to 11 Aug). You 
will also receive a reminder email every second day during this timeframe. We have 
engaged an Australian firm who conduct the survey online and collate all results for us. 
You can be assured of complete confidentiality as we will receive collated responses only 
with no personal identification. We are surveying parents, students and staff. Students 
will receive the survey on their school email address.  
 
Your thoughts and responses to the survey are critical in terms of providing us with 
important feedback on school culture, teaching, your sonôs learning progress, 
communication, new initiatives, school leadership and directions for the future. This 
information will feed into a new strategic plan to be developed for 2011 to 2013.

REPORT FROM DRS 
The last week of term two, we celebrated the Catholic character of our College. 
We created and/or organised activities and events that reflected the spirit and 
nature of the Catholic dimension of St Thomas of Canterbury College. 
 
The Catholic ethos of St Thomasô is founded and nurtured on the Gospels, which 
tries to articulate the life and vision of Jesus and they invite us to articulate and 
live Jesusô vision today. So what is the connection between the vision of Jesus 
and the charism of Edmund Rice which the Christian Brothers embedded in this 
school?  It is our responsibility to know, understand, articulate and give witness to 
in our times. 
 
Edmund Rice was a wealthy Irish man, who, in time, became appalled by the 
poverty and misery of his people, and he was particularly appalled by seeing very 
poor children living in misery and despair. In time, his belief in God grew stronger 
and by reading the Gospels, he felt a challenge from within him to do something to 
help the poor kids in his town.   Other young men joined him and together they 
formed a religious order called the Christian Brothers of Ireland.  
 
Education, embedded with a sense of Justice and Compassion, became the 
mission of the Brothers. Education leads to liberation. 
 
How does St Thomasô articulate and give witness to the vision of Jesus and the 
Charism of Edmund Rice today and in the future?  
 
Our faithfulness to the charism of Edmund Rice and the Gospels will be judged in 
the way we educate and encourage our young men to be voices for the 
marginalised and the poor in our society. We teach our young men to question 
and critique our world and not to simply inhabit it. As Joan Chittister once said, ñIt 
is not the answers we teach them to give but rather it is the moral questions we 
teach them to ask, that are the measure of the leadership we give to the emerging 
generationò.
