Regan Hall Old Boy (1993-1999) Video Analyst for the NZ U20 Rugby Team

| have just returned from Japan where | was the video analyst for the NZ U20 rugby team which
competed in the IRB Junior World Cup. Basically my role as video analyst was to record all our
own trainings, our competition games as well as our opposition. | would then do a detailed analysis
of this working closely alongside coaches Dave Rennie and Mark Anscombe. We would then work
together reviewing our own performance and looking at how we would target our upcoming
opposition.

NZ were drawn in Pool A alongside Ireland, Argentina and Uruguay, we managed to beat all three
relatively easily although we were losing to Argentina 6-3 at Half time before coming out and
thrashing them 47-9. NZ defeated Australia in the semi- final before moving onto the tournament
final defeating England 44-28, this was a rematch of the 2008 U20 Final which New Zealand also
won. Our captain Aaron Cruden was named player of the tournament and four Canterbury players
were in the squad.

It was an amazing experience being involved in winning the tournament and being presented with
a gold medal as part of the World Champion team. While we were hard at work during the
tournament we did get a bit of spare time to look around visiting such places as Nagoya Castle,
Tokyo Tower and Tokyo Disneyland. Having never been to that part of the world it certainly was
guite an experience being involved in the Japanese culture. | have just been offered the same role
for 2010 with the next tournament to be staged in Argentina. Hopefully we can enjoy the same
success.
